At our congregational meeting on June 29th, we will vote 
on a proposal to create a part-time ministry position that 
would start in September 2015.  The proposal has been 
approved by the Board of Elders and Church Council and 
is ready for a congregational vote. The key duties of the 
position are: 
 
1. Lead a weekly Bible study or fellowship event for 

youth or youth and families. 

2. Coordinate a monthly fellowship event for youth, 
partnering with near-by LCMS congregations. 

3. Coordinate an annual event (e.g., Youth Gathering, 
Outdoor Education, Service/Outreach, Mission Trip). 

4. Coordinate outreach efforts to the community, 
focusing on families with school-aged children. 

5. Serve as an ad hoc member of the òBoard of Educationó 
to help build a Baptism-to-Burial Christian 
discipleship program.

Part of the 
draw of blogging is the potential to send your message out across the globe. Part of the anxiety of 
blogging is exposing yourself to the scrutiny of a global audience.
